e Make a positive contribution to the school’s vision and values

e Work with others on curriculum and/or pupil development to secure coordinated
outcomes.
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Health and Safety:

e Be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health
and safety, confidentiality, security, data protection; and report all concerns to an
appropriate person

e Promote the safety and wellbeing of pupils

e Maintain good order and discipline among pupils, managing behaviour effectively to
ensure a good and safe learning environment.

Working with colleagues and other relevant professionals:

e Collaborate and work with colleagues and other relevant professionals within and
beyond the school
o Develop effective professional relationships with colleagues.

Management of staff and resources:

e Direct, supervise and provide support to support staff assigned to them and, where
