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Purwell Primary School is situated on the edge of the market town of Hitchin in North Hertfordshire.  The school was opened in 1958 to serve a mixture of private and rented housing.  The school buildings comprise, in addition to the usual administration rooms, of eight classrooms.  The school is one-form entry, with an admission number of 30.  The school currently has 205 full-time children and 19 part-time children.  Our Nursery and Reception children are taught in the Foundation Stage Unit, where they spend their first two years.  Years 1 to 6 are taught in single year groups.

In addition to the Headteacher, the teaching staff consists of seven full-time class teachers and two part-time teachers, plus the Deputy Headteacher who is also the SENDCO.  The non-teaching staff comprises a nursery nurse, six teaching assistants, three learning support assistants, a School Business Manager and a secretary, ten MSAs and four cleaners and a Site Manager.  In addition, we have visiting teachers for music tuition.  The school has a Senior Leadership Team made up of the Headteacher, the Deputy Headteacher, the School Business Manager and two senior teachers.

The school has recently embarked upon a using some of the principles of Building Learning Power. We are proud to have a curriculum that is relevant, enjoyable and fun. 

The spacious classrooms are equipped with interactive Smart boards, speakers, visualisers and projectors with printer/scanners and digital cameras.  The school has an ICT suite, a lap top trolley and 32 iPads.  All computers are networked with wireless, internet broad band connections. 

The school offers a good range of after-school and lunch time activities.  This year these have included Choir, Chess, Cheerleading, Netball, Hockey, Knitting, Tennis, Art and Football Clubs.
