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Teacher of Art 


We are seeking to recruit a highly qualified and enthusiastic Teacher of Art who will share their love and knowledge of the subject to engage and support all students to reach their full potential. Newly Qualified Teachers and experienced teachers are invited to apply.  

Art is a very popular subject at Beaumont and there are high numbers of students electing to study the subject in Years 10-13.  The department is staffed by a full time Head of Department, three part time teachers and a part time technician.  The department is accommodated over three teaching rooms and also includes a kiln room, a printing press and a darkroom. At present there are two GCSE Art groups and one GCSE Art Graphics group at both year 10 and 11. At A Level there is a Year 12 and a Year 13 Photography group and a Year 12 and a Year 13 Art group.  Many students go on to study at degree level and we maintain strong relationships with past students.

Curriculum

In Years 7 to 9 Art is taught in mixed ability form groups for one lesson per week. Schemes of work present students with a rich and varied art experience including the opportunity to studying a broad variety of Artists and work with media such as ceramics, printmaking and painting.  

At both GCSE and A Level the results for all Art subjects are consistently high each year. Last year’s results were GCSE Art 96.6% A* - C, A Level Art 85.5% A* - B and 66.7% A*-A and A Level Photography 71.4% A*-B and 42.9% A*-A. The department is very supportive of all students and run two after school Art support clubs each week as well lunch time support given to individual students. Year 11 – 13 have a wide variety of trips run by the Art department including trips to London Art Galleries and Photography and Printmaking workshops.

At GCSE level students have three forty five minute lessons per week.  We follow the Edexcel GCSE Art, Craft and Design syllabus and for Art Graphics the AQA syllabus. At A Level we follow the Edexcel Art, Craft and Design syllabus and Photography follows AQA syllabus. Sixth Form classes have the equivalent of six forty five minute lessons per week.
