Thank you for your interest in our position. 

Greenside is a special school for 140 learners ages 2 to 19 years who have a severe or profound learning difficulty. Approximately 60% for our young people are autistic. Due to the special educational needs each young person at Greenside is vulnerable (some physically, some medically, others emotionally) and dependent on adults. They are also capable of bringing joy and a sense of worth for those fortunate enough to work with them.

Each of our learners needs adults who understand them and are able provide the care and support they need. Although the successful candidate will be placed in one class, they must be willing and able to support adolescent learners, who are physically very strong and who present complex emotional and behavioural needs.

We are looking to recruit someone who is: physically fit, has a good health / attendance record, who is caring, understanding, can swim and participate in a range of outdoor activities (in all weathers!), who is flexible and above all committed to making a positive impact in the life of young people who have complex needs.

The successful applicant will receive training and support. 

Our track record is exceptional - 11 assistants from Greenside have been enabled to gain full teaching qualifications via our Schools Direct Programme with The University of Hertfordshire. 



The majority of young people can make physical and emotional demands that will, on occasions, feel relentless and overwhelming. At Greenside there are systems of support, including a debrief team. 

The learners who come to Greenside don’t care what job an adult does (Head, caretaker, mid-day assistant or volunteer) they need to be with adults who are able to give of their best (always). 
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The post is for up to 32 hours per week (term time only) starting at 8.50 finishing at 3.30 (4.00 Wednesdays) – with opportunities to support after-school clubs 3 days a week (until 4.30 as well as contribute to the preparation of resources.  

We are looking to have the right person in place for early May. 

Opportunities to visit the school will be offered to those candidates who have been short-listed.
