APPOINTMENT OF KS2 TEACHER FROM SEPTEMBER 2016
Children on roll June 2016 -   200
St. John the Baptist School is a welcoming Church-aided Primary School for children between the ages of 4 and 11. It was founded in 1858 to provide education, "according to the principles and practices of the Church of England," for children living in the village of Great Amwell.

The School, like all Church schools, continues to be part of the nation's maintained system of education and is operated in partnership with the Local Education Authority. Its aim is to provide the best possible education for each child within the context of a caring Christian community. In doing so, the Governors and Staff of the School seek the co-operation of parents, children and residents of the immediate community.

The present school dates from 1967. Since then the school has grown considerably from the 3 original classes to 7 today. Other improvements to the school buildings have included a large hall, library area, and an improved entrance hall which provides a meeting area for parents. Most recently an Outdoor Classroom had been built. This is designed to be used for Science and Art lessons but also provides additional space for small group work. We hope to develop the area around this new classroom to create a wildlife garden.
The grounds are very attractive. There is a large playground area overlooking fields, and behind the school buildings is a playing field and another hard play area. The Reception children have a wonderful outdoor learning environment which leads on to a story chair and seating area and the hen coop. We have 4 hens who are cared for by children from across the school.
The School is well-equipped with technology. There are two computers in each classroom and teachers also have the use of 32 laptops and 32 iPads on a rota basis. All computer equipment is networked and connected to the intranet. All classrooms have Smart boards. 
The teaching establishment is a Head teacher, Deputy Head teacher, 7 full time class teachers, two teachers who cover PPA and a pupil premium support teacher.  All teachers are asked to contribute in some way towards the development of the school curriculum, taking responsibility for at least one subject area. 

The School has a strong musical tradition. There is a choir and there are opportunities for learning to play the piano, guitar and drums. The school also has a set of hand bells which are used regularly. Piano tuition is currently arranged with Hertfordshire Music Service’s peripatetic music teachers and drum tuition through Hertfordshire College of Music.
The children take part in a number of sporting activities during the year including, badminton, cross country, football, netball, tag rugby, sailing, dance and gymnastics.

There are close ties with St. John the Baptist Church and the Incumbent takes a regular part in the life of the School. In addition to assemblies in school, services are also held in Church on a regular basis to celebrate the major Church Festivals. Collective Worship is regularly planned and led by pupils who form the Collective Worship team. 
There is an active PTFA which helps the School in many ways, including raising funds for additional resources and organising social activities. Parents are encouraged to come into school to hear readers and to help with sports and other activities.

The non-teaching staff is a Secretary, two admin assistants, eleven Teaching Assistants, an ICT support assistant, a Caretaker, a cleaner, a Cook-in-Charge, two Kitchen Assistants and six midday supervisors. 

We are a friendly supportive team who are committed to providing a high quality of education. Above all we can offer you well behaved children who enjoy learning, and supportive parents, staff and Governors.

The school had a successful Ofsted inspection in June 2014. In March 2016 we underwent our SIAMS inspection with all areas being graded as Good. (see school website for more information)
Opportunity to undertake in-service training is available in order to further develop Professional Development. The school will fund this, budgetary limitations being taken into account.
