School Governor
Make a difference to Aycliffe Drive Primary School.

School governors are recognised as one of the largest volunteer groups in England with the ability to positively impact on children’s learning and outcomes.

Anyone has the potential to be a governor. You will need:

· A passion to support every child achieve in education – committed to ensuring pupils have a positive and safe school environment.
· People skills and the ability to work well as part of a team.
· An open and honest outlook, with the ability to remain objective in order to come to balanced decisions.
· Specialist skills such as budget management, data analysis, human resources, health and safety or legal work are also beneficial to the role but not essential.

Responsibilities

School governors work with the Headteacher and senior leaders to ensure the outcomes of children in their school are as good as they can be. Governors do not make day-to-day decisions about how the school is run, but work as a collaborative group;

· Ensuring clarity and vision, ethos and strategic direction
· Holding executive leaders to account for the educational performance of the organisation and it pupils, and the effective and efficient performance management of staff
· Overseeing the financial performance of the organisation and making sure its money is well spent
· Governors are required to attend a minimum of 3 governing body meetings per year, and are usually asked to visit the school during the school day once or twice a term.
· Governors meetings are held in the evenings. The term of office for a governor is usually for 4 years.

Help and guidance

· The governing board will provide you with an induction pack and support your development.
· There is a Governor Support section on the HfL website including frequently asked questions.
· Training is available (face-to-face and online) and encouraged in all aspects of governance, to help you fully understand your role and equip you with additional skills necessary to provide relevant support to your chosen school.
